A BILL

To amend section 4755.60 and to enact section
4755.621 of the Revised Code regarding the

practice of athletic training.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That section 4755.60 be amended and section

4755.621 of the Revised Code be enacted to read as follows:

Sec. 4755.60. As used in sections 4755.60 to 4755.65 and
4755.99 of the Revised Code:

(A) "Athletic training" means the practice of all of the

following:

(l) The prevention, J_C\_,\_/\jJ.JJ‘_tJ._UJ.L, Fra—assessment——of—an

athtetie—dntury—and—+the—examination, and athletic training

diagnosis of inijuries resulting from physical or daily living

activities;

(2) The complete management, treatment, disposition, and
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physical or daily living activities;

(3) The provision of emergent care, therapeutic

interventions, and rehabilitation for injuries resulting from

physical or daily living activities;

(4) The promotion of and education about wellness;

(5) The administration of #epiealt—drugs that have been
prescribed by a licensed health professional authorized to

prescribe drugs, as defined in section 4729.01 of the Revised

Code—aAthtetie—+trainingalse—dnetudes—+the, and are administered

under the direction of the prescriber;

(5) The organization and administration of educational

programs and athletic training facilities—ape—the;

(6) The performance of athletic training research;

(7) The education of and consulting with the public as it

pertains to athletic training.

(B) "Athletic trainer" means a person who meets the

qualifications of this chapter for licensure and who +s
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praetiee—engages in the practice of athletic training_consistent

with the person's education and training.
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researehAthletic

training diagnosis" means the judgment made after examining,

evaluating, assessing, or interpreting symptoms presented by a

patient to establish the cause and nature of the patient's

injury, condition, or functional impairment and the plan of care

for that injury, condition, or impairment within the scope of

athletic training. "Athletic training diagnosis" does not

include a medical diagnosis.
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agreement that satisfies the requirements of section 4755.621 of

the Revised Code.

Sec. 4755.621. (A) As used in this section, "physician"

means an individual authorized under Chapter 4731. of the

Revised Code to practice medicine and surgery, osteopathic

medicine and surgery, or podiatric medicine and surgery.

(B) A person licensed as an athletic trainer pursuant to

this chapter shall engage in the practice of athletic training

only if the person acts as follows:

(1) Upon the referral of one or more of the following:

(a) A physician;

(b) A dentist licensed under Chapter 4715. of the Revised

Code;

(c) A physical therapist licensed under this chapter;

(d) A chiropractor licensed under Chapter 4734. of the
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Revised Code;

(e) An athletic trainer licensed under this chapter;

(f) A physician assistant licensed under Chapter 4730. of

the Revised Code;

(g) A certified nurse practitioner licensed under Chapter

4723. of the Revised Code.

(2) Pursuant to a collaboration agreement that satisfies

the requirements of division (C) of this section.

(C) A person licensed as an athletic trainer pursuant to

this chapter shall enter into a collaboration agreement with one

or more physicians. The agreement shall be in writing and signed

by the athletic trainer and each physician with whom the

athletic trainer collaborates. A copy of the agreement shall be

maintained in the records of the athletic trainer and each

collaborating physician. The agreement shall address all of the

following:

(1) The duties and responsibilities to be fulfilled by the

athletic trainer when engaging in the practice of athletic

training;

(2) Any limitations on the athletic trainer's practice of

athletic training;

(3) A plan of care for patients treated by the athletic

trainer.

Section 2. That existing section 4755.60 of the Revised

Code 1is hereby repealed.
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
