“(f) DEFINITIONS.—In this section, the terms ‘sen-
sitive personal information’ and ‘data breach’ have the
meanings given those terms in section 5727 of this title.”.

(b) DEADLINE.—The Secretary shall implement the
amendments made by subsection (a) not later than 180

days after the date of the enactment of this Act.

(¢) REPORTS.

On the day that is one year after the
date on which the Secretary implements subparagraph (C)
of subsection (¢)(2) of such section 7107, as added by sub-
section (a), and twice annually thereafter, the Secretary
shall submit to the Committees on Veterans’ Affairs of
the Senate and House of Representatives a report regard-
ing hearings held under such subparagraph. Each such re-
port shall include, with respect to the year immediately
preceding the date of the report, the following:
(1) The number of hearings scheduled under
such subparagraph.
(2) The number of hearings under such sub-
paragraph that were cancelled and why each such

hearing was cancelled.
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(3) Any statistical difference in outcomes be-
tween cases heard under such subparagraph and
those held at the principal location of the Board or
by picture and voice transmission at a facility of the

Department.
