Section 604 of the American Recovery and Reinvest-4

ment Act of 2009 (6 U.S.C. 453b) is amended— 5

(1) in subsection (a), by inserting ‘‘manufac-6

tured,’’ after ‘‘reused,’’; and 7

(2) in subsection (b), by adding at the end the 8

following new paragraph: 9

‘‘(2) Uniforms of the Department of Homeland 10
