Whereas, in the aftermath of the Vietnam War, approxi-
mately 800,000 Vietnamese refugees fleeing persecution
resettled in the United States;

Whereas an estimated 1,700,000 Vietnamese Americans cur-
rently reside in the United States, making the United
States home to the largest number of individuals of Viet-
namese descent outside of Vietham and Vietnamese
Americans the fourth largest Asian American population
in the United States;
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Whereas Vietnamese Americans have established strong com-

munities across the country, including in the States of
California, Florida, Georgia, Louisiana, Massachusetts,
Minnesota, New York, Pennsylvania, Texas, Virginia, and

Washington;

Whereas first- and second-generation Vietnamese Americans

have overcome tremendous socioeconomic challenges, in-
cluding diserimination, language and cultural barriers,
and poverty, to emerge as significant contributors to

American society;

Whereas Vietnamese Americans contribute to American soci-

ety through their work in business, education, science
and technology, engineering, mathematics, literature and
the arts, gastronomy, the Armed Forces, and public serv-

ice at every level of government;
